

1. Site Work                                                                                                              
a. Underground service alert (Dig-alert, Service Location Services, etc)
b. Site survey and site layout.
c. All saw cutting, excavating, trenching and demo/removal of debris. Includes trenching for all electrical (primary and secondary) (including phone/data) and mechanical. Includes excavating for electrical vault/pad, bollards, and all footings.
d. All backfilling with appropriate “clean materials” and compaction of trenches and excavations per soils report.
e. All trench plating of trenches and excavations.
f. All grading, removal of grading debris, replacement of soil with engineer approved soils, and compaction per the CE supplied geotechnical report (if required).
g. All work associated with Storm Water Management Plan (if applicable).
h. Remove and replace landscaping and sprinkler system (if applicable).
i. Fire Hydrants (if applicable)
j. Water lines, drain lines, and catch basins (if applicable)
k. Any necessary permits for offsite work (lane closures, dust control, etc.)
2. Concrete/Asphalt
a. All concrete footings (Canopy, block wall, and equipment footings) including reinforcing steel.
b. All concrete pads for electrical and mechanical equipment, including reinforcing steel.
c. All concrete housekeeping pad(s) inside and outside of the containment area, including reinforcing steel.
d. Concrete drive slab(s), including reinforcing steel.
e. All concrete curb and gutter, including reinforcing steel.
f. All concrete/asphalt patching.
g. Install island form(s). 
h. Install dispenser pit frames. (Pit frames supplied by CE)	
i. Install block wall and cap, including reinforcing steel.
j. Install all bollard poles including concrete.
k. All asphalt, asphalt patching, and asphalt resurfacing (if required), including all base material and compaction per the soils report.
l. Provide and install specified LNG tank anchor bolts and bolt alignment template.
m. Provide all asphalt stripping as required per plans.
3. Electrical  
a. All electrical materials shall be provided to the electrical contractor by CE for the entire Electrical Scope of Work. This includes:
i. All PVC and Rigid Conduit
ii. All PVC and Rigid Conduit couplings , sweeps, elbows, conduit bodies, and seal off fittings, plugs. 
iii. Install the utility transformer pad, and vault.                                                                                                                    
iv. All wire and cables.
v. This does NOT include: electrical and PVC tape, tie wraps, wire nuts, terminals, wire labels. 

b. Electrical bid shall be to provide the labor only for the following Scope of Work:
i. Set electrical switchgear (switchgear supplied by CE) 
ii. Install all underground conduits, including secondary conduits from the Utility Transformer to the Switchgear and data/phone conduits.
iii. Install canopy lighting conduit(s), conductors, and terminate wires into the CE supplied lights under the canopy. (See drawings for total count)
iv. Install the two (2) illuminated Clean Energy Logo Signs on the canopy fascia, as well as the required wire, conduit(s), and terminations. (Illuminated Signs provided by CE)
v. Install (pull) all wires and cables.
vi. Label all wires and cables per the drawings.
vii. Purge fan PVC Air Supply Piping from purge fans to the dispenser pits.
viii. Control air PVC Air Supply Piping from
c. Electrical contractor to include labor and material for utility transformer pad and vault.


4. General Contractor (Not CE’s Scope)
a. Provide temporary construction equipment (30’ two-office temporary office trailer, portable restroom facilities, dumpster, mobilization equipment, fork lift, man lift, generators, etc to complete scope of work)
b. Provide temporary construction fence to surround construction area.
c. Provide permanent coated fence and gate(s) per the drawings.
d. Provide the paint and paint fueling island form(s), all bollards, all concrete curbs (if required), the diamond plate cover(s) at the future dispenser(s), and any miscellaneous bare metals.
e. Provide crane, crane lift evaluation(s), and appropriate rigging for the setting of all mechanical equipment and LNG Tank. Provide a lift plan, and obtain any special permits (FAA Permits etc.) for the crane lift (if required).
f. Provide the required diamond plate covers that cover future dispenser pit(s) at fueling islands (if applicable).
g. Site clean-up includes pressure wash of LNG tank and street sweeping of new asphalt/concrete.
h. Ingress and egress ladder at containment area.
5. Clean Energy’s Scope of Work
a. Cybertrol Control Panel and 2 x 2 junction box for control panel
b. All EYS or seal offs
c. Switchgear
d. All underground conduit and wire
e. Tanks, tank signage, pumps, compressor
f. Generator (if required)
g. Dispensers
h. Card readers
i. Canopy, canopy columns ,including installation
j. Canopy Lights
k. Canopy signage
l. Bollard covers
m. Purge fans
n. All electrical terminations
o. Fire Alarm if required by local municipalities.
